Seniors Invited to Defer Property Taxes

Qualified senior citizens aged 65 years and older are
invited to apply for the Senior Citizen Real Estate
Tax Deferral Program. The program allows
participants to defer property tax payment until the
property is sold. The deferral is treated as a loan and
accrues 6 percent simple interest until paid. To
qualify, the applicant’s household income cannot
exceed $55,000. Additionally, the property must be
used exclusively for residential purposes.

The application period closes March 1, 2019.

NECESSITIES AND OPTIONS

Everyone has necessities throughout their lives.
These needs are adequate housing, basic utilities,
healthcare, food, clothing, education, transportation
means and some source of income to pay for those
necessities. These needs are common for everyone
everywhere. However the difference lies in the
options or solutions people have to meet or cover
their needs as they go through life. Most of us can
take care of our basic needs as we move from birth
to death. The poor and disadvantaged have less
options and resources to meet their own basic
necessities. This inability of some to meet their own
needs is the basis of our work with the poor.

The work of the St. Vincent de Paul Society
provides options and help to those unable to provide
for themselves the basic necessities of life. Most of
those who seek our help have experienced “a bump
on the road” of choices or options to meet their most
basic needs. We provide added options to assist their
coverage of basic needs until they themselves are
again able to meet their normal “costs of living.”
We assist housing needs by supplementing
mortgages or rental payments usually caused by loss
of employment, a major car repair, or an injury or
temporary illness. We help people with utilities
when payments fall behind due to the same
interruptions in income. Food, clothing, and
transportation are often provided directly to
individuals and families when sought but only until
they are able to return to self-sufficiency or are
provided permanent government  assistance.
Education and healthcare are usually provided
through referral help to those agencies and programs
established to direct that help.

Finally, it comes down to you and your help to those
with very few options to meet their basic necessities.
It is your generosity that provides our program with
the resources to assist others who are unable to meet
their most basic of needs. It is your support of funds,
your ideas and time, and your prayers that allow us
to provide the options to others to meet their most
basic needs. Your support is the key option that
allows us to help others.

The That Man Is You! program will be kicking off its
Spring semester soon! A very successful Fall semester
averaged over 50 men per session and laid the foundation
for a journey towards Easter. The time is NOW for the
men of our communities to stand up and become the
Leaders, Husbands, Fathers, and Grandfathers that they
were truly meant to be!
